Master Nidia Góngora is the most recognized singer from the Colombian Pacific coast,
winner of the Shock Award, and nominated for the Latin Grammy for Best Folk Album
(2019). Throughout her 20+ years of experience as a composer and performer, Professor
Góngora has successfully built bridges between the traditional music of her native
Timbiquí and other world music genres. She is the great bearer of the innate tradition
inherited from her elders, her mother, matron Libia Oliva Bonilla, her teacher Elizabeth
Sinisterra, her father Isaac Góngora, and the leading singers of her community; is the
director, founder, and lead vocalist of the award winning group Canalón de Timbiquí; and
holds a degree in Early Childhood Education.

Nidia has immortalized her voice in Colombian Pacific anthems like “Quítate de mí
Escalera” and “Molino mi Molinete”, and has collaborated with various groups and
musical projects such as Ale Kuma, Grupo Bahía, Herencia de Timbiquí, Dizzy
Mandjeku, Pacífico Sinfónico, Ondatrópica, The Bongo Hop, Búho, Montoya, Bomba
Estéreo, among others. This versatility has allowed her to position herself as a reference
among traditional musician communities and the broader Afro-Latin region, while gaining
recognition on multiple international stages, and has been featured on the cover of
popular magazines such as Dinero, Arcadia, El Espectador, The Guardian, and The New
York Times.

Performances include storytelling led by Champion Grass and Hoop
Dancer Delwin Elk Bear Fiddler, an enrolled member of the Cheyenne River Sioux
Tribe, intertwined with live drum and flute music and hoop dance performance.
Currently in development, A New Horizon Experience is the brainchild of
singer/soundscape artist Samora Free. It is an immersive new groundbreaking visual
and sonic theater show that blends indigenous and modern instruments to create
healing frequencies through drums, gongs, singing bowls, flute, didgeridoo, vocals,
and more. The show features indigenous artists uniting their talents to foster healing,
creativity, and unity.
